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Advances in HIV treatment mean that people 
with HIV are living longer with improved 
quality of life. Treatment guidelines now 
recommend earlier initiation of treatment while 
targets to reduce late diagnosis have recently 
been set by NHS London. With a changing 
epidemic, HIV treatment and care services 
across the country will need to respond with 
new service models to accommodate increased 
and varied needs of people living with HIV. 

This free NAM expert seminar, held in 
conjunction with the National AIDS Trust, will 
provide an opportunity for HIV commissioners 
to update their knowledge on the national HIV 
epidemic, learn of advances in treatment and 
prevention as well as emerging priorities for 
commissioning services. The seminar will also 
explore new service models designed to meet 
the changing clinical and non-clinical needs of 
people living with HIV and assess the 
implications of a growing epidemic and  
ageing positive population.
